PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS 
1. Never use cord to lift, lower or carry Biscuit Joiner.
2. Check Biscuit Joiner body, guides, and blade for damage before use.
3. Check lead and plug for damage and that the test date is current.
4. Ensure workpiece is securely clamped.
5. Ensure you are familiar with the ON/OFF switch.
6. Do not overreach, always keep proper footing and balance.
OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS
1. Always allow the cutting tool to reach the maximum revolutions before starting cut.
2. Do not start the Biscuit Joiner with the cutting tool touching the material.
3. Keep hands and lead away from the cutting tool when making the cut.
4. Always hold the Biscuit Joiner firmly and cut at a moderate rate.
5. Never place the Biscuit Joiner down on a surface until it is completely stopped.
HOUSEKEEPING
1. Switch off and leave machine, bench and floor in a safe, clean and tidy state.. Make sure good housekeeping practices are in place to minimise any dust build-up.
