PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS
1. Check that the machine and surrounding area is clear of debris.
2. Check the Blade is in good condition and suitable for the task.
3. Check that safety guard is in place and operating correctly.
4. Check that the sliding table is running freely. 
5. Check the lead and plug are in good condition and the Tag and Test is valid.
6. Locate and make sure you are familiar with the ON/OFF trigger.
7. Make sure the machine is on a stable platform and is secure.
8. Ensure the water supply and hose connections are working.
OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS
1. Do not start the Machine with the Blade touching the stone/tile.
2. Always allow the Blade to reach the maximum revolutions before starting cut.
3. Ensure material is held firmly on table and in correct position.
4. Turn on water and start machine.
5. Ensure you keep your hands clear of the disc.
6. Do Not force the Blade.
7. Always stand to one side of Blade when cutting material in case of kickback.
8. Ensure you keep your hands clear of the cutting line.
9. After finishing the cut, wait until the disc stops rotating before returning to the start position. 
10. Never leave the machine running while unattended. 
HOUSEKEEPING
1. Switch off and leave the machine and floor in a safe, clean and tidy state, dispose of off cuts.
2. Make sure you have turned off the water supply at source.
3. Make sure good housekeeping practices are in place to minimise any dust build-up.
